
ICWSE 2019 – Instructions for Authors
1 General instructions

· Manuscript language: should be UK English. Please check language carefully.
· Manuscript format: A4 with 2.5 cm all margins
· MS Word version: Use only Microsoft Word 2003.
· Paper length: max. 8 standard pages with tables and figures included, preferably an even number of pages.
· Figures and illustrations: should be of a very good resolution.
· Equations: insert using the Microsoft Equation editor.
· Symbols: use insert symbol for symbols (for example Σ, Ψ, δ, α, λ).
2 Paper structure
The paper structure should comply with the following sequence: 

· Title: should be concise and suggestive. Avoid long titles (max. 1-2 rows). 
 Use Arial 12 pt bold, Upper Case
· Name and first name of author, affiliation, address, contact
Use Arial 10 pt, bold italic for name, just Italic for affiliation, centered (see example below). When several authors, list one below other at 10 pt distance:

· Abstract: max. 200 words, should refer to the paper objectives, method in short, main results and brief conclusions. Do not cite references in the abstract.
Use Arial 10 pt, italic, justified.

· Key words: indicate 5 key words, which best characterise the research topics for easy identification in databases. 
Use Arial 10 pt, italic.
(   Chapter titles
Use Arial 10 pt, bold, upper case, left aligned, no numbers.
Introduction: acquaint the reader with the subject and provide an adequate background, through a review of the relevant literature, with references (preferable not older than 10 years and from recognized sources). Finish the introduction by stating the issues remained unsolved from previous literature and from which your objectives will derive.
Objectives- briefly and clearly specify the paper objectives; how this work brings something new compared to the present state of knowledge.
Method, materials and equipment: provide sufficient detail to allow the work to be reproduced. Describe the method used, the sampling procedure, equipment, collection of data, parameters examined, formulae and make reference to standards if applicable. Equations (see example below) will be typeset with the Equation Editor in TNR 10pt Italics and numbered consecutively. Each formula shall be followed by the unit of measure (SI) and number, between brackets. Abbreviations should be defined right below each equation and used consistently thereafter. Equations are centered and number must be right-hand aligned.

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where:   I is the current intensity, in A;

            U - voltage, in V;

            cos ( - power factor.

Results and Discussion: results should be clear and concise, followed by a scientifically-based discussion of the findings. All figures and tables (see examples below) should be numbered consecutively and be inserted as soon as possible after being cited in the text. Citing of figures and tables at the end of a paragraph is between brackets, like (Fig. x) or (Table x). Each figure will be provided with a caption (Fig. number and brief title, 10pt bold, italic, centered), placed below the figure. Each table will be provided with a caption (table number and brief title, 10pt bold, italic), placed above the table.

Conclusions: should summarize in brief the main findings of the previous chapter, their contributions to the knowledge and if applicable, directions of further research.
Acknowledgement (if applicable): include acknowledgement in a separate section at the end of the article before the references

References: the list of references, in alphabetical order, should only include works that are cited in the text. References should be cited in the text in brackets as in the following examples: (Hirsch 2004) if one author, (Wengert and Long 1996) if two authors, (Timar et al. 1999) if more than two authors. Several references for one idea should be given preferably in chronological order and separated by comma (Timar et al. 1999, Gurau et al. 2014)
Guidelines for references:

References should be alphabetically listed at the end of paper. Use Arial 10pt, justified, 6pt after. Details and examples:

Books: Names and initials of authors, year, title of the book, publisher name and place. Examples:

Lockett FJ (1972) Nonlinear viscoelastic solids. Academic Press, NewYork
Journal papers: Names and initials of authors, year, article title, name of the journal, volume number, first to last page numbers. Examples:

Svensson S, Toratti T (2002) Mechanical response of wood perpendicular to grain when subjected to changes of humidity. Wood Science and Technology 36:145–156
Conference proceedings: Names and initials of authors, year, article title, name of the conference, place, first to last page numbers. Example:

Beall FC, Breiner TA, Wang J (2003) Control of lumber drying using ultrasonic methods. Proc of the 8th International IUFRO Wood Drying Conference, Brasov (Romania), pp. 391-396

Patents: Names and initials of authors, year, patent title, country, patent number. Example:

Perré P, Benoist L (2008) Procédé pour le séchage de bois et dispositif pour sa mise en oeuvre. French Patent WO 2008/139101

Dissertations: Names and initials of author, year, title; specification (PhD thesis), institution, place. Example:

Gurau L (2004) The roughness of sanded wood surfaces. PhD thesis. Forest Products Research Centre. Buckinghamshire Chilterns University College. Brunel University
Legal regulations and laws, organizations: Abbreviated name, year, full name of the referred text, document type and number (if any), author (if any), URL address. Example:

EPA (2007) Biomass conversion: Emerging technologies, feedstocks and products. Sustainability program, Office of Research and Development, EPA/600/R-07/144, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Washington D.C. Online at: http://www.epa.gov/Sustainability/pdfs/Biomass%20Conversion.pdf
Web references: The full URL should be given in text as a citation, if no other data is known. If the authors, year, title of the documents are known and the reference is taken from a website, the URL address has to be mentioned herewith. Example:

Giardina LJ (1992) Build a solar wood dryer. Oregon State University Extension Service. Online at: owic.oregonstate.edu/solar_wood_dryer.pdf

References in non-Roman alphabet must be provided in English, with a specification of the original language in round brackets, if applicable. Example:
Likov AV (1968) Wood drying (in Russian). Publishing House for Technical Literature, Moskow.
