Manuscript preparation
The length of the paper is not limited, but our recommendation is to keep the article as concise as possible, respectively to use the minimum space required to provide clear, logical and complete information on the approached subject.

Manuscripts should be written in US English, using an A4 paper format with 2.5cm margins. 
The Font should be Arial 10pt, single spacing, justified.
The paper structure should include:

Introduction, Objective, Method, Results&Discussion, Conclusions, References.
( Title – Arial 12 pt, bold, upper case, centered. The title should be concise and representative. 
( Authors – one below other at 10 pt distance - Arial 10 pt, centered: first name, family name (Arial, bold, italic), followed by scientific and teaching title, affiliation, institution address, contact (Arial), according to the following example:

The corresponding author is marked by * after the name, by using insert – reference – footnote 
( Abstract – Arial 10 pt, italic, justified, max. 300 words. Do not cite references in the abstract.
( Keywords – three to five alphabetically ordered keywords, separated by ; - Arial 10 pt, italic 
( Chapter titles – Arial 10 pt, bold, upper case, left aligned, no numbers
( Equations – formulae will be typeset with the Equation Editor in TNR 10pt Italics and numbered consecutively. Each formula shall be followed by the unit of measure (SI) and number, between brackets. Abbreviations should be defined right below each equation and used consistently thereafter. Equations are centered and number must be right-hand aligned.
Example:
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where:   I is the current intensity, in A;

U - voltage, in V;

cos ( - power factor.

( Tables – must be numbered consecutively in accordance with their appearance in the text. Each table will be provided with a caption (table number and brief title), placed above the table. Each table must be referred to in the text (Table x).
Tables must be embedded in the text. Before and after each figure, an Arial 10pt space is left.

( Figures – must be numbered consecutively in accordance with their appearance in the text. Each figure will be provided with a caption (Fig. number and brief title), placed below the figure. Figures must be embedded in the text. Before and after each figure, an Arial 10pt space is left.
